The Passion We Need

Areyou living with passion inyour life? No, I’'m not talking about romance. | mean,
what arethe thingsyou are the maost passionate about asyou live your life? Do you have a pow-
erful passion for golf, or baskethall or other sports? Doyou have passion for certain teamsin
those sports? Do you have your strongest passion toward your children or grandchildren? Or is
your passion just to have fun and have a good time?

While it certainly isgood to live your life with passion, we must make sure it is theright
one! In Colossians 1:15-18, weread “ Jesus is the image of the invisible God....all things were
created through him and for him. He is before al things, and in him all things hold together-.
He isthe head of the body, the church; he is the beginning, the first-born from the dead, that
in everything he might be preeminent.”; And in John 5:23 we see, “ He who does not honor the
Son does not honor the Father who sent him.”

These and many other passagesin the Bible show usthat God the Father hasa passion
for His Son, Jesus Christ! Anyonewho fails to under stand God the Father’ spassion for His
Son, isin grave danger of misunderstanding the entire Christian faith! And therefore, in danger
of spending eternity in the wrong place.

Everyone in the world who chooses a belief other than Christianity, obviously has no
clue about God the Father’s passion for Jesus. After all, if there wasanother way into heaven
without faith in Jesus, that would mean Jesus' death and resurrection were unnecessary and
meaningless.

Wrong. Gad the Father put hiswhole plan tagether, and it isultimately for Jesus' sake,
not our own, that we areforgiven of our sinsand given eternal life. That's right, it'sfor Jesus’
sake (which is what we hear during the absolution of our sinsat the beginning of worship each
week.) You see, God the Father isabsolutely passionate that we will not cheapen His Son, will
not count His Son’ s work as no big deal.

And also be sureyou natice there isa flip side to this passion. Because thereisa strong
relationship between the Father and the Son, the passion goes both ways! Aswe under stand that
everything God the Father does comes out of his passion to honor His Son, so at the same time,
everything Jesus does comes out of Hispassion to honor His heavenly Father!

That's what we call love. That's what we call a relationship. We see Jesus' passion for
His father in John 2:15:26, “ And making a whip out of cords, he drove them all, with the
sheep and the oxen, out and overturned their tables. And he told those who sold the pigeons,
“ Take these things away: you shall not make my Father’s house a house of trade.”” Jesus’
passion for His Father moved Him to action, when He saw His Father’ s house being abused
and His Father’ sname not being honored!

Jesusalso said in John 8:29, “He who sent me is with me; he has not left me alone, for
| always do what is pleasing to him.” Natice that Jesus' passion for His father moved Him to
want to please His father. | sthat howyou areliving? Asyou make your decisions each day,
what you are going to do and not do, do you always do what is pleasing to your heavenly Fa-
ther?

My friends, if your strongest passion isdirected toward anything else besides the Lord,
it' s time to shift your focusback to the passion you need. Grow in your understanding of the
Father’ spassion for His Son, and Jesus passion for His heavenly Father, and then shift more
and more of your passion into the samedirection! When you have that right passion, you are
ready to“ goand make disciplesof all nations”.
