He showed a video titled “The Fisherman”,
where a man was sitting in his boat tellingus how to fish. He had manylures and poles,
along with all the donuts and gear necessaryfor a great time of fishing. But as the camera
moved back, we discovered the boat was still in the parking lot, not on the lake which the
previous camera angle had made it appear.

When questioned further, the “fisherman” made it clearthat he never really went
fishing! It was dangerous on the water, he would get his boat dirty, he might scare the fish
away from other anglers, and most of all, he hated fish! Theywere dirty and smelly and
slimy. Oh, he was the president of a fishing club, and theywere in the process of building
a new building where they could all get together and talk about fishing, but none of them
actually went fishing!

The symbolism of that fishing club and Christ’s Church could not be missed. In
Luke 5:1-11, Jesus gave Peter, Andrew, James and John an incredible fishing day, when
they had the best fishing catch of their lives. When Peterrecognized the event as a
tremendous miracle, he said to Jesus, “Depart from me, forl am a sinful man, O Lord.”
Jesus responded, "DO NOT BE AFRAID; FROM N OW ON YOU WILL BE CATCHING MEN."

Catchingmen, instead of fish? As much fun and excitement as you can have
catching fish, how much more can you have catching people? These fishermen did not
have to think very long about Jesus'challenging call to them. Theycould see that catching
people would be far greater than catchingfish, so they walked away from the greatest
payday of their lives, which theycould have received by selling those fish, and instead
went forth to follow Jesus, so they could catch people!

Have we lost our excitement for catching people for Christ? Do we love people,
and want what is best forthem, as Jesus calls us to do? Or do we really dislike people so
much, we really don’t care whether or not they know Christ and spend eternity with Him?

I hope we in Christ’s Church are never content to just talk about catching people,
but we will take the risk of putting our boat in the water, willing to leave our comfort zone
behind, in order to fill the kingdom of God with people as we disciple the nations. We at
The Sending Place exist to help you do that, as we partnertogether to make disciples of
all nations.
